We celebrate new life breaking out all 

around us in spring, and thank God for the new creation in our 

souls as well. 

Another new creation is arising in our local Christian commu-

nity – the West Plains Christian Clinic, which will open to the pub-

lic in July.  God’s Spirit began moving people to work on birthing 

this clinic last year, and it is now coming into being through the 

hard work and generous donations of many.  Watch for a bulletin 

insert with more information. 

Basically, it will serve people who have no health insurance, 

and whose income falls under 125% of the federal poverty guide-

lines.  All services will be free, with donated hours and donated 

medicines.  The medical providers in town welcome this as well, 

and have been generous in their support.  The Clinic will be open 

from 6 to 9 p.m. on the second and fourth Thursdays of the month. 

Volunteers are needed in many capacities:  parking atten-

dants, friendly welcomers and helpers, folks with good data entry 

skills, and those groups that could supply a simple supper for the 

volunteers of that night’s clinic who come straight from work. 

First Presbyterians are also involved in another new program 

in WP —the Ozark Food Harvest Mobile Food Pantry, which pro-

vides 40 lbs. of food to 250 families every month.  The first 

month, April, saw 243 families benefit from this program.  We are 

joining with All Saints’ Episcopal to handle the June delivery. 

Sign-up sheets for both the clinic and the mobile pantry are 
in Fellowship Hall, or call the office.  

I am thankful for all those who give so generously of them-

selves in these service opportunities.  When we reach out to oth-

ers, we are indeed serving Christ as well.
