In this season of Resurrection, I give thanks for the new begin-

nings here in 1st Presbyterian Church: a new pastoral relationship 

between the congregation and myself; new young people becoming 

members; new hope for the hungry in the Mobile Food  program 

(see p. 2); and new medical possibilities through the Christian 

Clinic. God’s Spirit of compassion and grace is alive,  bringing new 

ideas, new life, new beginnings and new commitment. 

As I’ve talked with various folks about what the Confirmation 

class was learning, several of our adult members and friends said, 

“We’d like to know that!” Hereôs your chance!  I will be offering 

an adult class called “Presbyterian 101,” which will have similar 

material to Confirmation that new members and friends of the 

church would find interesting–and maybe others, too!   

The 8-week class will be held during the normal Sunday School 

hour, 9:00 am, and we’ll have donuts & coffee to get our blood 

moving. I know it’s early, but hey – there’re already nursery and 

children’s classes available then for the rest of the family.  It will 

begin after Easter, and run April 11 through May 30, to be done by 

the end of the school term so vacations can begin. 

Also starting April 11, our Youth Group will begin at 6 pm Sun-

days. Fourth graders and up are invited for a mix of service, study and 

fun. We’ll break for the summer, and pick up again in the fall.

Organizers of a new program in the West Plains area to fight hunger have 

called for volunteers, and our church has committed to help during 

the month of June. We will join with All Saints’ Episcopal Church in 

providing helpers. 

 The program hopes to address the food needs of people not quali-

fying for aid from local food pantries already in operation. Funded by the 

Leila Heuer Foundation, the program will bring the Ozarks Food Harvest 

Mobile Food Pantry Truck to West Plains to distribute food once a month 

to up to 250 qualifying families. 

 Families of children in K–12 schools and students enrolled at 

MSU-WP (all at 200% of the poverty income level) are target audiences. 

Here’s how the program will work, beginning in April: 

1. On the first Wednesday of the month, 4–6 pm, volunteers will be on 

hand at the WP Public Library to qualify those who would like to re-

ceive food and other household goods. Those qualifying will receive 

vouchers that may be exchanged for food when the truck is here. 

2. On the second Tuesday of the month, 10 am–12 pm, those with 

vouchers (up to 250) may pick up their deliveries of food at the Civic 

Center. 

  

How You Can Help:  
 You can either help screen applicants or distribute food, or do 

both. Our Session has committed to joining with the Episcopal Church to 

provide 10 volunteers to help with the Wednesday, June 2, screening at 

the library, 4–6 pm. Then 20 people are needed to help distribute the food 

at the Civic Center Tuesday, June 8, 10 am–noon. 

 Call the church at 256-4247 to volunteer to help with this local 

project that can touch many lives. Leave a message if necessary.
