 It’s an interesting journey to learn more about observing Lent 

as a spiritual practice. At least, I’ve found that to be true in my life.  

 Growing up, my church never referred to Lent; we just had 

Palm Sunday, Good Friday and Easter.  Lent is actually an old tradi-

tion of the church – an invitation to enter into Jesus’ fast in the desert, 

or to experience in our bodies the self-sacrifice and discomfort of 

hunger, or to take on the self-denial challenge of giving something up 

for a period.  The purpose is to grow in spiritual understanding and 

thankfulness to Christ.  

 We are not the only religious tradition that practices fasting in 

some form: as Islam has been more in the news, we’ve learned about 

the month-long fast during Ramadan (eating only after sunset, and 

lightly), which is to experience the hunger of our neighbors and be 

moved to give. Our Native American forbears also practiced fasts, 

―giving away‖ personal comfort in order to pray or seek guidance.   

 What I’ve already learned in Lent is how tricky I can be in at-

tempting to bypass my discomfort – I’m pretty creative in getting 

around my own decisions! This self-discipline thing takes work. But 

that’s what Lent is all about.
